Future	Pinball	Game	installation	are	very	straight	forward,	everything	is	included	in	
1	file	that	you	copy	in	the	/future	pinball/tables	folder.	The	file	extension	will	be	a	
.fpt	(	future	Pinball	table	)	when	you	download	the	tables,	sometime	it	will	have	a	
library	file	.fpl	which	is	the	extra	sound,	music	and	texture	which	has	to	be	copied	to	
the	Future	Pinball/Libraries	folder.		
	
Again,	all	tables	are	free	and	open	source	and	can	be	found	from	the	link	at	the	top	
of	this	guide	or	by	googling	Future	Pinball	Tables.		If	you	want	to	have	the	Effects	
like	your	LED	and	Solenoids,	you	need	to	download	DOFlinx	tables.	It	will	say	in	the	
title	for	example	GREMLINS	PHYS	2_5(DOFlinx)	
	
That’s	it	for	Future	Pinball,	real	simple,	when	you	launch	the	game,	it	will	have	a	
back	glass	automatically.	No	Headache

Ok,	Now	Visual	Pinball,	these	games	are	good	but	a	lot	more	complex	to	install.	
	
There	are	a	few	different	versions	of	the	tables.	
	
Version	8	
Version	9	
Version	10		
Each	game	require	the	right	version	of	Visual	Pinball	and	are	not	backward	
compatible,	(	Most	of	the	time	)	
	
This	Tutorial	is	focused	on	Version	9,	this	is	where	you	will	find	the	most	tables.	
	
Go	to	Vpforums	and	select	the	version	9	/	cabinet	tables	

	
	
	
	

1- Look	for	a	game	by	scrolling	through	the	list,	for	the	purpose	if	this	tutorial	
we		will	do	1	full	game	with	the	art,	videos	,backglass,	the	table	and	the	rom.		
Be	aware	that	this	is	what	takes	the	longest,	you	need	to	download	all	files,	
and	test	them.	After	you’ve	got	it	working,	you	need	to	add	the	game	in	
PinballX	and	add	the	animated	backglass,	video	and	music	for	the	table.	This	
is	for	the	preview	when	scrolling	through	the	games.	

					
2- so	we	found	the	AC/DC	table	called	by	searching	in	the	top	search	bar	and	

got	the	following	results	
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If	you	have	a	Cab,	always	pick	the	FS	version,	Full	screen.	
Pay	attention	to	the	bottom	it	will	tell	you	exactly	what	you	are	looking	at	

	
	
So	you	decide	to	download	that	one.	Put	it	in	your	download	folder	called	acdc.		
	
Next	you	need	a	backglass	to	have	a	back	glass	display.	The	file	you	will	need	is	
called	DirectB2S.	So	we	will	download	the	Ac/DC	FS	directB2S	
	
That’s	it	for	the	table,	but	now	you	need	the	videos	and	the	music	for	PinbalX.		
What	is	needed		are	2	Ac/DC	videos,	1	is	for	the	backglass	and	the	other	one	is	for	
the	playfield.	You	will	also	need	a	wheel	photo	for	PinballX.		
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we	will	download	that	file	and	look	at	the	bottom,	it	says	Playfield	video.		
	
	
And	I	found	this	one	for	the	Backglass	
	

	
	
This	one	is	for	the	menu	
	

	
	
Once	you	have	all	the	files	you	can	start	configuring	it.		
	
Extract	all	files	in	you	AC/DC	folder.	Look	at	the	file	called	:	
	

- ACDC_VP912FS.vpt	copy	the	name		
- Rename	the	file	ACDC_B2S_FS.directb2s	to	ACDC_VP912FS.directb2s	
- You	need	to	have	both	files	the	same	name	and	don’t	change	the	table	name,	

just	the	backglass.	
- Copy	both	of	them	in	your	Visual	Pinball/Tables	folder.
